Spring 2026 Study Overview for Preschoolers & Kids  

In Spring 2026, kids will study the books of Exodus, Leviticus, Matthew, Romans, Galatians, James, Jude, and 1 Samuel. Moses relied on God’s guidance as Moses led the Israelites out of bondage in Egypt. God gave Moses and the people of Israel the Law, and Jesus came to fulfill that Law completely through His death, burial, and resurrection. Throughout history, the Holy Spirit has always led people as they rely on Him.







Session 1. Parent Note for Week of March 1, 2026

Hello, Parents,
We are exploring the book of Exodus this week in your child’s class at church. Many fun and engaging activities are planned to help your preschooler use the Bible and learn how the Bible applies to his life.

Here’s a glimpse at this week’s Bible focus—
• Session Title: God’s Servant, Moses
• Bible Story & Scripture Reference: God’s Servant, Moses (Exodus 2:1-10; 3)
• Text Truth: God had a plan for Moses.
• Bible Verse: Exodus 3:12

PARENT TIP
At church this week, your child will hear the story of Moses. Moses’ beginnings were humble. His parents were Hebrew slaves living in Egypt. Wanting to protect their infant son from the jealous king of Egypt, the family hid the child. Ultimately, Moses was rescued by the king’s own daughter!
 God had a plan for Moses, and He has a plan for each of us. This week, thank God for being with your family and leading you to follow His plan.

Activity: Care for a Baby Doll
Provide your child with a baby doll, doll accessories, and a small basket. Show your child how to care for the doll by swaddling it, rocking it, and placing it in the basket to sleep. Review the Bible story. Remind your preschooler that God said He would be with Moses, and God is with your child.

Session 2. Parent Note for Week of March 8, 2026

Hello, Parents,
We are exploring the book of Exodus this week in your child’s class at church. Many fun and engaging activities are planned to help your preschooler use the Bible and learn how the Bible applies to his life.

Here’s a glimpse at this week’s Bible focus—
• Session Title: Strong and Mighty
• Bible Story & Scripture Reference: God’s People Escaped (Exodus 13:17–14:31)
• Text Truth: God is strong and mighty.
• Bible Verse: Exodus 14:31

PARENT TIP
Teachers at church help your child hear and learn about people in the
Bible. This week, the name of Moses will be spoken often as teachers share the story of how Moses led God’s people out of Egypt. Your child will see pictures of
Moses and learn that Moses encouraged the Israelites by telling them
about their great God. Guide your child to know more about our God who can do anything.

Activity: Find It!
This week help your preschooler locate the book of Exodus in a Bible. Point to the word Exodus, then look for Moses’ name. Say: “Exodus tells about Moses.”

Session 3. Parent Note for Week of March 15, 2026

Hello, Parents,
We are exploring the books of Exodus and Leviticus this week in your child’s class at church. Many fun and engaging activities are planned to help your preschooler use the Bible and learn how the Bible applies to his life.

Here’s a glimpse at this week’s Bible focus—
• Session Title: God’s Commands
• Bible Story & Scripture Reference: Commandments for the People (Exodus 19:3-6; 20:1-17; Leviticus 19:1-4)
• Text Truth: God’s commandments help people.
• Bible Verse: Deuteronomy 8:6

PARENT TIP
Because God loved His people, He gave them laws to keep them safe and happy. At church this week, your child will hear about the Ten Commandments and how obeying God’s commands is good for us. Teachers will offer several activities that can help preschoolers connect with God’s commands and understand that it is important to obey God. This week at home, remind your child that God’s commands are good and they help people.

Activity: Learn a Verse
This week’s verse, Deuteronomy 8:6, is a reminder of what God wants everyone to do. Look up the verse in a Bible and show it to your child. Help your child say the verse or one of these paraphrases: “Obey God’s commands.” OR “Keep God’s commands. Walk in His ways.”

Session 4. Parent Note for Week of March 22, 2026

Hello, Parents,
We are exploring the book of Exodus this week in your child’s class at church. Many fun and engaging activities are planned to help your preschooler use the Bible and learn how the Bible applies to his life.

Here’s a glimpse at this week’s Bible focus—
• Session Title: A Place for God
• Bible Story & Scripture Reference: God’s Tabernacle (Exodus 35:4-29; 36:1-38; 39:42-43)
• Text Truth: Obey God and worship Him.
• Bible Verse: Psalm 100:2 (BT); Psalm 100:4 (P)

PARENT TIP
This week at church, your preschooler will hear the story of Moses and God’s people building the tabernacle for God. Through a variety of hands-on activities, conversation, and music, your preschooler will learn that God wanted a very special place for Himself, a place where His people would go to sing praises and worship God. Lead your preschooler to learn that we can sing praises and worship God anywhere and anytime.

Activity: Learn More About the Tabernacle
Look in a Bible atlas for a picture of the tabernacle. Point to features. Comment: “The tabernacle was a special place where people worshiped God.”
    Compare the tabernacle to your church building or the place where you worship God.

Session 5. Parent Note for Week of March 29, 2026

Hello, Parents,
We are exploring the book of Matthew this week in your child’s class at church. Many fun and engaging activities are planned to help your preschooler use the Bible and learn how the Bible applies to his life.

Here’s a glimpse at this week’s Bible focus—
• Session Title: Hosannas for the Son
• Bible Story & Scripture Reference: Jesus Entered Jerusalem (Matthew 21:1-11)
• Text Truth: Give thanks for Jesus. (BT); Shout praises to God for His Son, Jesus. (P)
• Bible Verse: Matthew 21:9

PARENT TIP
Palm Sunday is a special day leading to the final week of Jesus’ life and the journey He made to Jerusalem. Church teachers will guide your child to learn about the joyful celebration of the people as Jesus entered the city. Activities and conversation in your child’s class will center on helping preschoolers give thanks for Jesus.
 As you approach Easter, help your child and family stay focused on the importance of this season and Jesus’ sacrifice for all people.

Activity: Walk in a Family Praise Parade
The crowd praised Jesus as He rode into Jerusalem. Gather your family and give each person a simple musical instrument. (You can also use common household items such as bowls, pot lids, and wooden spoons.) 
 Play worship music, designate a leader, line up, and march around the house as you make music and praise Jesus.

Session 6. Parent Note for Week of April 5, 2026

Hello, Parents,
We are exploring the book of Matthew this week in your child’s class at church. Many fun and engaging activities are planned to help your preschooler use the Bible and learn how the Bible applies to his life.

Here’s a glimpse at this week’s Bible focus—
• Session Title: Jesus Is Alive
• Bible Story & Scripture Reference: A Discovery in the Garden (Matthew 27:27-50; 28:1-8)
• Text Truth: Jesus is alive. (BT); Jesus is alive forever. (P)
• Bible Verse: Matthew 28:6

PARENT TIP
Happy Easter! We celebrate this day because Jesus is alive! Teachers at
church will tell about the women who went to see the place where Jesus’ body
had been laid. But Jesus wasn’t there! Your child will hear teachers say, “Jesus is alive!” Repeat these words to your child as you celebrate and enjoy family time on this special day. Thank God for giving His Son to save and rescue the world.

Session 7. Parent Note for Week of April 12, 2026

Hello, Parents,
We are exploring the book of Romans this week in your child’s class at church. Many fun and engaging activities are planned to help your preschooler use the Bible and learn how the Bible applies to his life.

Here’s a glimpse at this week’s Bible focus—
• Session Title: Never-ending Love
• Bible Story & Scripture Reference: A Reminder About God’s Love (Romans 8)
• Text Truth: God loves and cares for His children.
• Bible Verse: Romans 8:39

PARENT TIP
God’s love will be the focus of activities and conversation in your preschooler’s room at church this week. Your child will hear that Paul wrote a letter to church friends in Rome. Paul thanked his friends for their work in the church and encouraged them to continue telling others about Jesus. Paul also told his friends that God loves and cares for His children.
 Help your child learn that nothing can keep God’s love from people. Use a large heart-shaped sticky note to mark Romans 8:39 in a Bible. Guide your preschooler to open the Bible to find this important Bible verse. Help your child say the verse with you.

Session 8. Parent Note for Week of April 19, 2026

Hello, Parents,
We are exploring the book of James this week in your child’s class at church. Many fun and engaging activities are planned to help your preschooler use the Bible and learn how the Bible applies to his life.

Here’s a glimpse at this week’s Bible focus—
• Session Title: Please God
• Bible Story & Scripture Reference: A Letter from James (James 1–5)
• Text Truth: Do the things that please God.
• Bible Verse: James 1:5

PARENT TIP
Today at church, preschoolers will hear about a man named James. James was a church leader who wanted to help people understand that their actions reflected their faith in God. James’ letter described the attitudes, actions, and words that model the things we should do, such as help, serve, pray, worship, be kind, love, and care. At home, you can model these actions for your young child and help her learn to do good and please God.

Activity: Volunteer to Serve
Preschoolers can learn how to serve others in practical and loving ways. Your family could serve together at a local food pantry, visit residents in a nursing home, help gather supplies for a disaster relief ministry, or rake a neighbor’s yard. Whatever the service, use this opportunity to help your child show love through actions. Say: “When we help others, we show kindness and please God.”

Session 9. Parent Note for Week of April 26, 2026

Hello, Parents,
We are exploring the book of Jude this week in your child’s class at church. Many fun and engaging activities are planned to help your preschooler use the Bible and learn how the Bible applies to his life.

Here’s a glimpse at this week’s Bible focus—
• Session Title: God’s Love
• Bible Story & Scripture Reference: Jude’s Letter (Jude)
• Text Truth: God gives His love to people.
• Bible Verse: Romans 5:5 (BT); Jude 1:21 (P)

PARENT TIP
This week at church, preschoolers will be introduced to a Bible times writer named Jude. Jude was one of Jesus’ brothers, and he was a follower of Jesus. Jude wanted people in churches to know the truth about Jesus and to be assured of God’s love for people.
 At home, include your preschooler in family devotional times. Help your child open the Bible and discover the truths of God and His Son, Jesus.

Activity: Draw with Chalk
Give your child some chalk and go outdoors to the driveway or sidewalk.
While your preschooler draws, write the words God Loves Me in large letters
on the pavement. Point to each of the words as you read them to your
child. Say: “Jude wrote about God. Jude said that God gives His love to people.”

Session 10. Parent Note for Week of May 3, 2026

Hello, Parents,
We are exploring the book of 1 Samuel this week in your child’s class at church. Many fun and engaging activities are planned to help your preschooler use the Bible and learn how the Bible applies to his life.

Here’s a glimpse at this week’s Bible focus—
• Session Title: God Hears and Answers
• Bible Story & Scripture Reference: Hannah Prayed for a Child (1 Samuel 1:1-20; 2:1-2)
• Text Truth: God hears and answers prayer.
• Bible Verse: Jeremiah 33:3

PARENT TIP
The Bible assures us that God hears and answers prayer. This week at church, teachers of preschoolers will emphasize this truth. Various Bible explorations and related conversations will help your preschooler hear and become aware that we can talk to God anytime about anything. The story of Hannah’s plea to God for a child sets the stage for your child to learn that God hears and answers our prayers.

Activity: Pray All Day
As you rock your baby, play with your toddler, or finish reading a book with your preschooler, voice a prayer thanking God for your child. Your words and intensity will help your child begin to sense that talking to God is natural and important. Speak simple prayers throughout the day and give thanks to God for hearing your prayers and answering them in His way.

Session 11. Parent Note for Week of May 10, 2026

Hello, Parents,
We are exploring the book of 1 Samuel this week in your child’s class at church. Many fun and engaging activities are planned to help your preschooler use the Bible and learn how the Bible applies to his life.

Here’s a glimpse at this week’s Bible focus—
• Session Title: Listen to God’s Voice
• Bible Story & Scripture Reference: Samuel Heard a Voice (1 Samuel 3:1-21)
• Text Truth: Listen to God. (BT); Listen for God to speak. (P)
• Bible Verse: Psalm 85:8

PARENT TIP
A basic Bible skill for your child is learning that the Bible is a book for her to use. Give your preschooler her own Bible to touch, hold, and “read” so that she becomes familiar with the Bible and its importance.
    This week’s Bible verse is Psalm 85:8. Read the verse from your Bible translation, then help your child repeat the verse or say this paraphrase: I will listen to what God says. 
 Reassure your child that God wants us to talk to Him. God also wants us to listen to Him.

Session 12. Parent Note for Week of May 17, 2026

Hello, Parents,
We are exploring the book of 1 Samuel this week in your child’s class at church. Many fun and engaging activities are planned to help your preschooler use the Bible and learn how the Bible applies to his life.

Here’s a glimpse at this week’s Bible focus—
• Session Title: The Ark Was Taken
• Bible Story & Scripture Reference: The Ark Was Taken (1 Samuel 4:1–7:1)
• Text Truth: Trust in God.
• Bible Verse: Isaiah 12:2

PARENT TIP
“Trust in God” is a phrase your child will hear at church this week. Teachers will help your child repeat these words and learn about the Israelites going to battle against the Philistines. Rather than trust in God, the Israelites put their trust in an object—the ark of the covenant. This was a wrong move on their part. God wanted the people to put their trust in Him.
 Remind your child that God is our helper and we should trust Him.

Activity: Pull a Wagon
Find a medium-size cardboard box and wrap it in gold gift wrap paper. Put the box next to a small wagon. When your child shows interest, suggest that your child load the box into the wagon and pull it around your house. 
 After a while, sit down with your child and look in a Bible dictionary or atlas for a picture of the ark of the covenant. Remark that this box was very special to God and His people. The people thought the box could help them, but they should have trusted in God’s help.

Session 13. Parent Note for Week of May 24, 2026

Hello, Parents,
We are exploring the book of 1 Samuel this week in your child’s class at church. Many fun and engaging activities are planned to help your preschooler use the Bible and learn how the Bible applies to his life.

Here’s a glimpse at this week’s Bible focus—
• Session Title: The People’s Request
• Bible Story & Scripture Reference: A King for the People (1 Samuel 8:4-9,19-22; 9:15-17)
• Text Truth: God allows people to make choices.
• Bible Verse: Isaiah 33:22

PARENT TIP
Today, your child will hear the story of God’s people rejecting Samuel and God. Up until this point in Israel’s history, God had directed His people through prophets and religious leaders. But the people became jealous of other kingdoms ruled by men. The people wanted a man, a king, to rule them.
 At home this week, lead your child and family to know that God is our King. He is the ruler over all people, and He knows what is best for people.

Activity: Learn a Bible Verse
This week’s verse is from the book of Isaiah. Help your child say the words from your Bible or repeat a verse paraphrase: God is our King. Isaiah 33:22.
    Write the verse on a card and give your child a crayon to circle the words God and King.

Session 14. Parent Note for Week of May 31, 2026

Hello, Parents,
We are exploring the book of 1 Samuel this week in your child’s class at church. Many fun and engaging activities are planned to help your preschooler use the Bible and learn how the Bible applies to his life.

Here’s a glimpse at this week’s Bible focus—
• Session Title: Better to Obey
• Bible Story & Scripture Reference: Saul’s Mistake (1 Samuel 15:1-28)
• Text Truth: Do what God says to do.
• Bible Verse: Deuteronomy 10:13

PARENT TIP
Learning to obey begins with following directions, listening, and doing what we are told to do. Unfortunately, King Saul disregarded God’s directions. Saul’s disobedience led to God taking the kingship from Saul.
 Teachers at church will tell a simplified version of this story so that your child can begin to learn about obeying God. Review the story and help your child learn that we should do what God says to do.

Activity: Decorate a Bible Word
Write the word Obey on a card. Give your child stickers to decorate the card. Later, turn to Deuteronomy 10:13 and find the word Obey. Help your preschooler say a simple paraphrase of the verse: “Obey God.” OR “Obey God for your own good.”
